E IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty
the Senate and the House of Assembly of the Union of

South Africa, as follows :—

CHAPTER 1.

CrupmaToerarH Frims Anp Finy Apveamiseuents.

1. No person shall exhibit in pablic any cinematograph film or
exhibit or publish a 8lm adversisement unless such &lm or advez-
Sisement has been approved in terms of section three : Provided
that in respect of any cinematograph film which at the com-
mencement of this Act has been approved for exhibition in
any Province of the Union by any Board of Censors or other
competent anthority in the Union, the provisions of this Act shall
not apply in that Province for a period of five years from, the
date of such approval, nor shall such provisions apply to such
film after the expiry of that peried unﬁss and until the Chair-
man of the Board appointed under section two by notice in
writing or by telegraph to the owner or lessee of suck film or
his representative orders thas it be submitted to the Board
tos epproval.

2% (1) The Minister shali dppoint s Board of Censors (heré--

inafter referred fo as the board) consisting of not less.than
seven members, one of whom shall be Chairman, for the
purpose of examining cinemetogtaph flms snd film advertise-
ments intended for public exhibition in any place in the Union
and for the purpose of considexing any matter submisted to it
under the provisions of section aine.

(%) The members of the hoard shall be appointed for a
period of not more than thres years: Provided that any
member of the board may be re-appointed for 2 further period
of three years. Whenever & member of the board vacates his
office the Minister may appoint a sutcessor whe shall hold
office for the unexpired portion of the peried for which his
predecessor was appointed.

(3) The Minister may, on the recommendation of the board,
appaint such obher persons as may in his opinion be necessary
0 give offect to the provisions of this Act and fix the con-
difions of their employment.

3. {1) It shall be the duty of the board to examine cine-
matograph Elms and film advertisements submitted to 1% for
approval and to coasider any matter submitted $o it wader
the provisions of seetion nire: Provided that the Minister
may authorize the board to delegate its funetions to any
particular persen or persons in respect of particular classes
of cinematograph films and film advertisements and of any
mather referred te in section nine,

(2) Four members of the board shall constitute a gtorum,
and the decision of the majerity of the members present at
any meeting of the board shall be the decision of the hoard :
Provided that— .

{a) in the case of an equality of votes, the chairman of
the board or in his absence the presiding member,
shbll have a casting vote in addition to his deliberative
vote; and

(6) mo cinematograph flm or flm advertisement shall,
when the board has not delegated its functions
under the provisions of sub-section {1) iz respest
of that cinematograph flm or film advertisement,
be deemed to have been approved of by the board
unconditionally unless at least three of its members
kave voted in fpvour of such approvai; and

(e} no cinematograph film or flm advertisement shail
be rejected unconditionally uniess the majority of
2ll the merabers of the hoard have veted in favaur
of such rejection.
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
